Police report: Sgt. Robert Middleton (Valley Command, cell# 401-2234; rmiddleton@cabq.gov) is now in charge of weekday police activity in HCN, replacing Officer Duran; Officers Ken Garcia and Arturo Sanchez are in command on weekends 

The following items were briefly discussed: shooting incident at 15th St. and Central; questionable solicitors in HCN. Legitimate solicitors carry certified credentials; HCN is patrolled by “beats,” ie, vehicle patrols at regular intervals and Public Service aides check traffic conditions on a regular basis 
Approval of Minutes of March 9, 2011 Board meeting: Minutes approved. 
Request for variance, 1611 Kit Carson. Petition denied by COA zoning.         

     Board voted approval of denying variance application; Harvey did not   

     participate in 

the vote.

     Treasurer’s report: $4, 713 deposited in Wells Fargo Bank account. 
Ann Lerner, COA Film liaison: Ann reported that more than $4,000 has been donated by filming companies to HCNA since 2008. Additionally, 1 million has been directly spent by crews and 90% of crew members reside in NM. Albuquerque is #2 in popularity as filming site, according to Lerner. Sandy Doyle, neighborhood resident, saying that she represented herself as well as her neighbors wants the filming companies, “to be honest with us.” She said that prior agreements had been breached when filming twice went beyond 11 pm limits. She mentioned improper placement of portable restrooms, which were supposed to have been removed after 24 hours, remaining in place for two days and signs placed on her property against her wishes. She also mentioned that filming which was to have lasted one day went on for three. Ann replied that filming time was lengthened so that the 
     crew would not have to return for an extra day of shooting,  that  

     placement of the portable bathrooms was “a mistake,” and that the signs 
were not placed by the filming company. 
The discussion continued, at which point Ann pointed out that ALT earned 

 $25,000 by renting out their parking lot. Rex said that the majority of 

   comments regarding filming in the HCN were positive and that residents’ 

       concerns were addressed. Ann was invited to the Annual Meeting, May 

  11, 2011. 

          Application for Variance and conditional use: Clark  Hardgrave, 417 15th 
     Variance of 2’11” to front yard setback.  Board voted not to oppose  

     Application because of the irregular shape of the lot and because the  intrusion into the setback results from a 10 foot easement the city owns in the front yard which is unlikely to be used in the future. 
     Application for conditional use for accessory living quarters: Darren 
     Shafer, 1617 Escalante. Board voted not to oppose application. 

     Historical Signs Report: Various types of signs available: raised/flush     

     letters, choice of metals, type face, etc. Committee composed of Harvey, 
     Kylene and Jennifer will investigate choices and make a recommendation 
     to the Board. 

Approval of flower circle in front of ACC. Rex reported that he strongly believes the ACC Board will approve a 40-ft diameter flower circle and median lengthening plan which not disrupt traffic flow. 

Motion made and seconded, approved, as follows: A flower circle which combines both plan 1 and plan 2 will be adopted. In addition, a temporary structure will be placed to “test” traffic flow in the designated area. Motion passed, 6-for, 2-against.  
Newsletter articles: Articles needed before April 22. Distribution will be April 30 – May 1. Board members are urged to submit pertinent articles to the lovely and talented Chris Buchalter.
