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“ MESSAGE EFROM THE PRESIDENT

A great annual meeting has been planned for you this year and | hope all of you can come.
Guest speakers will be able to answer almost every conceivable question affecting our
neighborhood from crime to parks to city administration.

In
addition, the Albuquerque Country Club endorses the project. The HCNA Board believes this
flower garden will add value to our community by calming traffic and spicing up a drab inter-
section. We hope you agree and that you will vote to authorize the Board to continue its ef-
forts to make this happen.

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH

Neighborhood Watch programs are often organized for a variety of reasons. Residential and auto
burglaries, auto thefts, vandalism or suspicious behavior are just a few. A Neighborhood Watch can
formalize the process of bringing people together. .It supports the concept of neighbors getting to know
each other and establishing trusted neighbors who can rely on one another for help and assistance.

The Watch program depends on residents within a city
community policing program.

Franz Huningo6s Cast|

After leaving Germany in 1848 at the age of 21, Franz Huning and his brother Charles opened a
very successful store in Albuquerque in 1857, then a town of 600 inhabitants. Around 1853 he purchased
700 acres of land between the new town of Albuquerque and the Rio Grande, where he built his home on
the land that is now occupied by the Huning Castle apartments.

In 1881 he designed the house, known as Huning Castle, placing that name over the entry door and
on the window shades. In addition to the German and Italian influence, the jigsaw ornamentation from
New England, known as French Renaissance or General Grant style, also became part of his design.

The castle, which took three years to build, was constructed with three foot thick walls made of ter-
rone. The terrones, an adobe brick, were cut directly out of the sod in the meadow by the house. The root
systems in the sod bound the mud bricks. A total of 250,000 terrones were used in the building, costing
$11 per thousand for a total of $2750. Wood sheathing, painted white, covered the terrone walls. The
wood was framed at the corners by boards, beveled to look like stone.

Huning brought the doors and double-hung windows in from Chicago. Elaborate wood moldings en-
cased doors and windows. The jigsaw wood carving which graced the exterior was done in St. Louis. A
twelve foot wide porch ran the length of the front and the entire back of the house. The grand entrance to
the castle was through a large archway on the first level of a three story tower. The flat-roofed main
building boasted a fine, lacy iron trim on top.

Anot her adobe building a short distance awaly was buil
housed a windmill which supplied water for the house, the landscaped gardens and fountains. The bath-
room in the main house was one of the first in New Mexico with running water. The back of the house
had storage rooms and summer and winter kitchens. A hallway from these back rooms, 14 feet wide,
extended 60 feet to the front of the house and its rooms. .

The ceilings in the first floor rooms were 16 feet high. Many rooms had bay windows as well as ac-
cess to the porches on both the first and second floors. In all there were 13 enormous rooms and two
huge hallways. A huge grand piano, disassembled for the journey, was brought from St. Louis by oxcart.
Huning installed a pipe organ in the second floor tower room. Walnut paneling covered the lower part of
walls on the first floor. Crimson drapes hung over the windows. Second floor rooms were wallpaperedd
an innovation in New Mexico in that era. On Christmas Day, 1883 the family moved into the castle.

The grounds must have been even more spectacular than the house. Franz Huning planted hun-
dreds of trees. To the existing large cottonwoods he added rows of fruit trees, poplars, Osage orange,
catalpa, Japanese umbrella and walnut trees . A city block long arbor supported grape vines, in addition
to a vineyard for wine grapes. Huning made his own wine, hiring barefoot workmen to tramp out the
juice. An aviary, the size of a small house, kept his collection of rare and exotic birds. Fountains and ga-
zebos dotted the green lawn. He also installed a long, winding pond, visited by wild ducks and stocked
with German carp. In front an ornamental iron fence surrounded the castle.

It was in this idyllic setting that Franz Huning spent more and more of his time, tending to the estate
work and resting in his library reading books and magazines in four languages.
