4. Request for conditional use by Tim and Susan Allison Hatch for shade structure at their residence, 1625 Escalante and for a variance on the setback for an accessory building. 
     Hearing scheduled November 16, 2010. 
          Motion made, seconded, approved to not oppose Allison-Hatch request. 

5. Vote on policy for use of email alert system: Motion seconded and passed. 

a) report a crime in the neighborhood.

b) report recent suspicious activity that has occurred in the neighborhood.

c) report other time-sensitive events, such as a lost pet.

d) provide announcements from the HCNA Board that are generally applicable to the neighborhood, such as meetings, races and events.

d) the manager of the email alert system shall be responsible for implementing the policy and shall have discretion to determine if a proposed email satisfies this policy. 

6. Discussion about issues arising from Duke City Marathon. 
     Discussion revealed the following: Nothing posted for vehicles about how      
     to exit neighborhood streets; DCM is under legal obligation to “protect the     
     very last runner.” This rule keeps the course ‘closed’ until the very last 
     runner/walker exits neighborhood streets. Solutions suggested: charge 
volunteers with manning the cones/barricades to allow vehicles through, need posted signs, maps. 

     Harvey will draft a letter to DCM officials and set up a meeting.

7.  Report on City meeting concerning a) flower circle:  b) Central Avenue 
     reconfiguration: c) status of Kit Carson Park  issues. 

          Rex met on November 2 with Ike Benton, Diane Dolan, Chuck    
          Thompson.    (History: COA previously issued a plan to slow down 
          traffic in front of ACC and also beautify the area.) Possible cost: 
          $500,000, in addition to ACC having to create new entrance to its 
          grounds.)
           Rex’s meeting with Traffic Engineering resulted in the following: TE 
      would have to “go back to the drawing board” and come up with a 
      plan allowing ACC to keep its entrance intact. New plan would be 
      funded by Councilor Benton’s discretionary monies. Rex also 
      suggested that a test involving temporary structures be put into place. 
a) Central Avenue will be reconfigured as part of a demonstration 
project, as follows: area covered is from 8th St. to Rancho Seco,  traffic to be  from the current 4 lanes to 3, one in each direction, with a turn lane. 
b) Cmdr. Mason, APD, replied to Rex’s letter outlining issues of       concern in KCP. Mason replied that parking and traffic along the park fall under her authority; other issues do not. Barbara Baca, Parks Dep’t 
          Supervisor, reported that her team will continue to research issues 
          and will be happy to meet with the KCP committee. 

            Motion made, seconded, passed, as follows: Harvey Buchalter, Rudy 
            Garcia, Alexis Mazotti, Rex Throckmorton form a working committee 
            to devise an action plan to address and make recommendations on  
            KCP issues. 

            Other issues concerning COA/HCN: 
            a) Jay Rembe’s modified plan for developing property along Central, 
            west of Laguna approved by EPC. 
           b) Downtown Neighborhood Ass’n (DNA): Motion made, seconded, 
           passed that HCNA  send letter to EPC stating that HCNA  does not 
           object to  DNA proposals  (Sector Plan Amendments) and further sees 
           no reason to amend its own Sector Plan.  In addition, DNA’s amendad 

           Sector Plan does not allow placement of a bus station along the north 

           Central corridor. 
        8. Newsletter delivery routes:
         Because  Peggy is moving, her  route needs to be transferred. The 
         Board thanked Peggy for her service and wished her well in Tucson.
