HCNA Board Meeting
February 10, 2011

Present: Clark Hardgrave, Rex Throckmorton, Jennifer Bean-Alverson, Macon McCrossen, Ranne Miller and Paul Mondragon.
1. Police Report: Sgt. Duran reported that there are “no new issues” in HCN and he would advise his superiors to be ready for the Easter weekend to control parking and improper activities in Kit Carson Park.
2. Approval of Minutes:  The January minutes were approved. 
3. Treasurer’s report: $4,348 in bank account. 

4. Community garden report:   The minutes of the first meeting of the committee were circulated to the Board.  Doug Turner also advised there were two immediate issues.  First, get approval from the Masonic Lodge to use their property for a garden and second, have the architectural students prepare a plan for the garden.   Since the Board meeting, we were advised that the Masonic Lodge has decided not to allow HCNA to use its property for a garden which terminates our efforts.
5. Historical Signs:  There was no report from this committee. 

6. President’s  report: 

    a) Flower circle update:  The City’s consultant has developed four options for the intersection in front of ACC but the report has not been finalized.  We should receive a copy in one to two weeks.
    b) The City received a complaint from one of our residents to the effect that many homes in the area have not complied with the sidewalk ordinance which requires owners to be responsible for a sidewalk in front of their property.  The City legal staff is looking at whether the ordinance applies to property that was in existence prior to the adoption of the ordinance.

7.  Committee reports: 
     There were no significant matters to report by any committee except the crime and safety committee.  Tom reported that several board members will attend training for neighborhood patrol on March 3rd and the entire neighborhood will be invited.  This will give us an indication of how much interest there is for patrol in our area.  Rudy reported that he has been elected to the Board of the NM Crime Prevention Association and that he will be organizing a neighborhood watch program on his street this spring.
8.  New Business.

     a)  West Park NA has a walking tour of historical and interesting sites within their neighborhood.  It was decided to explore a similar tour through the Huning Castle area at the urging of Macon.  A committee was appointed consisting of Macon, Jennifer and Kylene to determine if a tour is feasible and then to implement.

     b)  The City film office received a complaint from one of our residents about night filming in the area.  The resident claimed the City’s procedures for obtaining a filming permit were not adequate to protect the residents.   Since HCNA has not been asked to comment on this request, the Board decided not to get involved.  The Board will review and take action on any request made to it by the City or a resident.
