Minutes – March 9, 2011 – Albuquerque Country Club

Board members present:  Rex Throckmorton, Paul Mondragon, Tom Moses, Kylene Wing, Rudy Garcia, Susan Walsh, Clark Hardgrave, Ranne Miller, Jennifer Bean.  Harvey Buchalter attended the closed session.  Macon McCrossen was out due to foot surgery.
Called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Sergeant Duran was told of the recent vandalism/eggings.  He told the board that it is that time of year and is an epidemic citywide.  He will step up the night patrol.

Minutes from February meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s report:  Upon receipt of $100 this evening from the TV series “In Plain Sight,” the balance is $4563.00.  Rex and Jennifer will meet with Paul at Wells Fargo and set up an account that has a monthly electronic payment to pay Yahoo now that Fred Rivera has been reimbursed for nine months at $12.95 per month.

Mr. and Mrs. Mizotti presented their plans for expansion of their garage, which would require a city variance.  They represented to have support of 23 out of 25 of their neighbors.  They requested HCNA board support for their variance.  The board took it under advisement and met in closed session immediately following the meeting.

There was a discussion about the vandalism that has occurred to them and others on Kit Carson, as well as other spots in the neighborhood; i,e, broken car windows, windows shot out, eggs.  Most of these incidents have occurred on cars parked on the street.
Historical Signs report was tabled since Macon was not present.
Discussion was had regarding the flower circle designs.  It was moved, seconded and passed that this item be deferred till the next meeting.  In the interim, the board will take it upon themselves to study and measure the intersection.  Rex will show the various designs to ACC for their input.

Discussion was had regarding the unsightly equipment stored at 15th and Central.  Rex will draft a letter to the city and to the owners of the property with regard to the fact that it is an eyesore for our neighborhood, a safety hazard, as well as a noise pollution issue.  The Board does not want to ignore it, since it could potentially set a precedent for future construction storage in our neighborhood.

Membership Committee report was tabled since Macon was not present.  However, the treasurer has not received any new membership dues.
Beautification Committee report was tabled since Harvey not present.

Safety and Crime Committee:  Tom and Rudy reported that there was an extremely low turnout for the March 3 meeting at the substation.  Rudy said that Pete Galbraith will give a special training session to our neighbors that are interested in participating in the neighborhood patrol.  Ms. Mizotti did attend the meeting and said she is in the process of getting all of her neighbors on Kit Carson involved.  The training session will be in April or May to gear up for the upcoming season.  Mr. Galbraith said that we need at least 15 people to participate in a pilot program.
Rudy mentioned that the NM Crime Prevention Commission will hold a seminar April 29 at El Pinto Restaurant from 9 – 3.

Zoning Committee report:  No particular zoning issues.  Paul reminded the board that the annual Run for the Zoo will be held May 1st this year.
Website and email alert:  Clark was given a check for $116.55 to pass along to Fred Rivera as reimbursement for 9 months of Yahoo payments.
Welcome Wagon report was given by Kylene.  

Film report was given by Kylene.

Walking Tour.  Jennifer mentioned that she has spoken to several folks who have lived in the neighborhood many years.  They are all excited about actually doing a walking tour. Jennifer will take notes of the noteworthy items and bring them to the board for consideration.  Hopefully, Macon will be able to walk at some point.

New Business:  The board was asked to address the issue of potential stop signs on Raynolds.  Also the board was asked to approach the city about additional trash cans at Kit Carson Park near the play area.

Community comment:  Win Quigley attended and outlined his concerns about the film schedules in our neighborhood.  He requested that the form neighbors are asked to sign be modified or redesigned so that people are aware that they can object to allowing filming to proceed past 10 p.m.   He also requested that the board obtain a better definition of which residents should be included in the 75% consent area, thereby reaching the truly impacted 75%.  There was discussion about accountability.  
Motion was made, seconded, and passed that the Board invite Ann Lerner from the Film Office to our April meeting to address these issues.

The public meeting adjourned.
